Where the West Still Lives, “City of Murals”
Toppenish, the “City of Murals”, has over 70 murals with 
more in the planning stage. The murals depict scenes from 
the Old West, railroading, rodeos, farming, aviation events, 
and various historical events. Every mural painted is a 
historically correct depiction of the area’s history. Enjoy 
the murals from Conestoga Wagons pulled by mules or 
you can take a leisurely walking tour or auto tour of these 
unique murals. These tours offer a narrated history of each 
mural with opportunities to stop and photograph the 

murals. Discover the annual Mural in a Day program held the 
fi rst Saturday of June and watch several artists bring their paint 
brushes to life while completing a large mural in one day.

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Yakama Nation Cultural Heritage Center
Yakima’s cultural diversity is represented well by the Yakama Tribe. The 
Yakama Nation Cultural Center represents and preserves the Indian 
culture and how Native Americans adapted to our current society. The 
Cultural Center has become a focal point of activity for the Yakama 
Tribe, and a major cultural event for thousands of visitors.

Sunnyside
Continue east down the Yakima Valley and you’ll fi nd the town of 
Sunnyside.  A small community whose mainstay is agriculture, with an 
emphasis on dairies. The many dairies in this small community make 
it easy to see why Darigold built a milk and cheese factory here. In 
fact, a must-see is Darigold Dairy Fair. Darigold boasts over 150 million 
pounds of cheese per year and Flying Cows. Under the “Big Top”,  (built 
as a big circus tent), you will fi nd “squeaky cheese”, self-guided tours, 
gifts, deli, and lots of famous Darigold ice cream. Another great stop in 
Sunnyside is Snipes Mountain Microbrewery and Restaurant.

Specialty Food and Wine
Prosser is the next community you 
enter as you travel down the Yakima 
Valley. The “birthplace of Washington’s 
modern-day wine industry.” This 
charming town is positioned at the 
confl uence of Washington’s major wine 
grape-producing areas, the Yakima 
Valley and Columbia Basin, where 98% 
of the state’s wine grapes are grown. 

Prosser has gained a solid reputation 
as one of the state’s premium getaway 
spots. Thousands of visitors come each 
year to experience area wineries as 
well as the special and unique events 

that take place in the community. Look for the Annual Wine & Food Fair, 
the Great Prosser Balloon Rally, Annual Street Painting & Blues Festival, 
and other colorful community celebrations and festivals.
